Lettering 

Size of type . 

The size of any typeface is based on a method of measurement known as the point system. One point (1pt) measures 0.351mm. The standard 12pt measurement is called the pica.                               
When a type is described as a certain point size, it refers not to the height of the letter, but to the body size of the type) i.e. the distance between one line and the next. However, it is sometimes desirable to increase the space between lines - leading or interlinear spacing. This is achieved by putting a smaller point type on a larger point body size. 

Example: 

-This is 24pt type, 

- using a 24pt body. 

-This is an 18pt type, 

- using a 24pt body. 

The sizes up to 12pt are traditionally known as composition sizes, while those from 14pt to 72pt are known as display sizes. Larger sizes than 72pt are usually achieved by special headline systems or by enlarging smaller sizes. 

Type founts (pronounced 'fonts') 

A fount is the term given to an assortment of type characters of the same size and design. This will include the alphabet - upper and lower case, numbers, punctuation marks, reference marks and special signs. 

Type characters 

The type characters of any fount include the long (J, Q) and short letters (x, a, c), as well as ascending (b, d, f) and descending letters (g, j, p). 

As letters are not all of the same width or configuration, to improve the visual appearance some adjustments are made: 

Letterspacing: the adjustment of the standard space between characters to remove gaps created by narrower letters. 

Kerning: the adjustment of the space still further to allow one.part of a letter to extend over the next.
