PAPER

Just as important a decision as the type of media you use, is your choice of paper. Paper comes in so many different compositions, surfaces and finishes that your final choice will probably be governed by the selection available to you rather than a lack of the paper, which suits your needs.

Most 'off-the-shelf’ papers are machine manufactured, although there are still many companies that produce beautiful handmade papers, using processes that have remained much the same for hundreds of years.

There are many different types and weights of paper available. It can be bought in pads or single sheets, in various standard sizes. Listed below are some of the most useful types of paper that you may wish to use for your design work.
