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Planometric

Planometric views are used considerably in building drawings to give interior views of rooms or buildings. The drawing gives a true plan (ground) view. 

Such drawings would be used to show each service run, e.g. one would show cable runs for electricity, another gas pipes, etc. 

Note the smaller scale used on the planometric kitchen. This is because planometric takes up more room on the paper.

a & b are convenient angles45/45 or, as in this case, 30/60 degrees, on which a true plan is drawn.
