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Assignment – Beach Hut 
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Your Approach
This assignment is completed through you working like a small architectural & design company, who has undertaken a range of successful briefs and tasks especially with concern to the redevelopment and modernisation of the small county town of Harchester.

Your Background
You are a successful architect and designer and you have worked for a range of large companies for a number of years in London, which employed about 30 people.  The types of projects you worked on have ranged from medical equipment, right through to transport systems and city infrastructures and small redevelopment projects. 

You have decided to leave your existing company and set up on your own in Hoddesdon as it has good transport access to London and the South, by both train and motorway i.e. M25, which will enable you to create a solid client base in London and the surrounding area.

Your Context
Your small design company is now established. Although you deal with all general design projects, your name and reputation is well known as a specialist in Transport and Urban design projects. You have been involved in a number of product design projects, which you feel extends the company’s skill set and hopefully it will broaden the type of projects you can undertake. The brand image of your company you are creating is that of a creative group, that comes up with imaginative and sometimes unusual but unique solutions. 

You are developing close links with a lot of major manufacturing industries and many national-building contractors. You are well supported by a good range of local companies, so you are well covered to handle any element on the production side. You have made links with the local University, which has a Manufacturing, & Rapid Prototyping Centre attached to it.
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Background – Lyndome Bay Beach Hut

Lyndome Bay is a small and friendly seaside town on the south coast in the county of Harchestershire. Traditionally, its income has been based on tourism and the seaside holiday experience. It has a pier and to the east a little harbour for the small fishing fleet which is based there.

Looking east you can see the old castle up on the hill and the main town at the front. The harbour is below the castle and still a working port.
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However, seaside towns like Lyndome Bay are not a popular as they used to be. As a result, the town has decided to re-position itself as more as a residential area to Harchester and Wickminister, rather than a holiday resort.

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Lyndome Bay council also understands the proposed Harchestershire Tram will be running to the town through the centre and up the pier. The tram will directly link Lyndome Bay to the airport, Harchester and Wickminster.

The pier is long to allow ships to dock at the end allowing for major trips to take place. It is intended to run the new tram system right to the end and remodel the facilities there to re-instigate the shipping trips as well as the facilities at the terminal
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As part of the development the council wants to improve local facilities making the sea and the seafront a feature for the residents within the town

As a result, and as part of this development they are running a competition for design companies to come up with ideas for a new range of beach huts to be based on the beach west of the pier. This area is going to be developed into a family friendly area as well as a centre in the evening for people young and old.

5. Research a related designer/architect you could influence the project
6. Identify key features from the research
7. Construct a clear specification

2. Produce Rough designs exploring your ideas
3. Explore and consider possible Issues with your designs 
4. Research possible materials

Task 3 - Develop
1. A development of one idea to create a final solution
2. Explain why you selected the designs 
3. Produce a range of accurate designs on the computer. 
4. Rough concept models
5. Selection of final design

Task 4 - Final Design
1. A range of final design drawings with more detail
2. Presentation Drawings
3. Model/s to show detail

Task 5 – Presentation & Exhibition
1. Evaluate project
2. Identify appropriate presentations for target audiences.
3. Research and select a range of professional presentation methods.
4. Plan and create a presentation of the work as a whole.
5. Present appropriately to Client 
6. Organise a display for the public to be held at Harchester Museum
