Donna Leon (born 1942) is an American author who lives in Venice and has been an English lecturer at a range of American Universities and Institutions in Italy after working around the world.

This series of crime books is based around the character of Guido Brunetti, a police commissioner who lives and works in Venice. As these books progress you learn about his family, especially about his wife, who is also a hereditary Venetian Contessa, an important element that helps explain his moral stance

Burnetti has gained a reputation of being incorruptible and will always solve the crime even if sometimes justice is not done. 

The books titles are a play on words and can mean a many things, i.e. ‘Friends in High Places’ is about corruption in the offices of high up officials, but it also reflects the fact the main murder takes place in a high place as the character falls from a building. ‘A Sea of Trouble’ is about fisherman as well as trouble amongst a group of characters.
